Mr. Mac, Fitelo Is a great success, but this success did not come easily.
Would you like to share what set you on this path?

It was not glamorous, | assure you. At 16, | weighed over 100kgs. | was that
kid you would make fun of and joke about. In my 20s, | weighed over 120
kgs; that was a wake up call. | started hitting the gym, lost about 20 kgs,
but that didn't last, the weight bounced back when | stopped going.
Everytime | would gain weight, | would hit the gym & skip meals and
radically change my schedule, working out 2 hours a day. Then | met with
an accident, got cervical spondylitis after which | had no choice but shift to
a different diet, that's when | learned about power of natural foods. After
this, there was no turning back.

How did that lead to Fitelo?

Between 2016 and 2019, | worked as an independent dietitian from my
Chandigarh home, advising clients and even developing a CRM platform for
fitness trainers. Then, in early 2019, | met up again with my childhood
buddy Sahil Bansal at a network event. He had ten years of corporate
experience in the tech industry and habit modeling. We came to
understand that our paths were converging: | contributed nutrition science
and real-world experience; Sahil contributed tech and behavior science. In
April 2019, we officially launched Fitelo in Mohali, centering on developing
habits rather than quick fixes. Within a couple of years, we scaled from two
individuals to 50+ coaches and an Al-driven wellness platform serving

can change both your health and your purpose.

From boardrooms to back offices, from Mumbai's
metro to the rural outpost, Indian women are
increasingly joining the workforce. But just beneath
the surface of that feel-good tale is a more
complicated reality: the path to professional parity
is still lined with obstacles.

“After a full day of work, | return to a second shift at
home,” says Neha, a corporate professional from
Mumbai. Lateral reports suggest that Indian women
make 17-20% less than men in similar jobs.
Motherhood can be costly. Countless women
experience discrimination while pregnant or when
they return from maternity leave.

“My appraisal rating dropped after | returned from
maternity leave, not because of my performance, but

because | was ‘less available',” shares Priya, an HR
executive.

Women who are ambitious are frequently branded as
aggressive. Enforcement of anti-harassment laws,
flexible work schedules, transparent pay systems,
and a willingness to help parents has to be enforced.
Promoting joint domestic work and questioning
old-fashioned gender stereotypes using education
and raising awareness is something that must be
given active consideration.

Its
lightweight nature, durability, and low cost have
revolutionized industries, yet its chemical stability

The invisible world of microorganisms serves as
nature’s clean-up crew, capable of breaking down

synthetic polymers such as polystyrene, PET, and polyurethane found in landfills and oceans.

Bacteria like Ideonella sakaiensis, Brevibacillus borstelensis, Pseudomonas putida, Dermacoccus
sp. strain AYDL3, and fungi like Aspergillus tubingensis degrade stubborn plastics through biofilm
formation, enzymatic hydrolysis, and oxidative processes, converting them into harmless reusable
compounds or even energy. Unlike conventional recycling, which is inefficient, costly, and pollutant
producing, microbial biodegradation offers low cost, natural, eco friendly, and scalable alternatives
that could transform waste management and support a circular economy.

Yet, this promising solution faces constraints. The natural degradation rate is slow, requiring
biotechnological innovation such as genetic engineering, advanced bioreactors, and strict
ecological risk assessment to accelerate the process. As our planet suffocates in plastic, the
smallest microbes stand as one of our greatest hopes.

The Government, industries, and academia must align to fund microbial biotechnology and educate
the public about these emerging tools. The future of our Mother Earth may rest not just in protest
and policy, but in petri dishes. In the war against plastic pollution, these invisible squads may be
the game changers we never anticipated, and nurturing their potential today can pave the way for-¢
cleaner and greener tomorrow.
